A short explanation of Mediums 
Oil:  Linseed or poppyseed oil based paint usually applied by brush to stretched 
canvas or linen or to wooden board.  A traditional medium used by Da Vinci on 
“Mona Lisa” and Monet’s Waterlillies series.  In use since the 14th century, it 
continues to be favoured by the most respected painters of today. 

Acrylic:  Water based medium developed in the 20th century as a convenient 
alternative to oil.  Usually applied by brush to stretched canvas or linen.  Used by 
many painters since 1980s eg David Hockney. 

Watercolour:  Water based medium applied by soft, absorbent brushes to high 
quality thick cotton paper.  A medium that requires deft and minimal application.  
Used by many English landscape artists such as Constable and Turner. 

Gouache: A medium very similar to watercolour but with a chalky filler added for 
more body and over-painting qualities.  Traditionally used by designers, 
Australian artist Fred Williams applied it with wonderful results in many of his 
distinctive landscapes. 

Pastel:  A medium developed in the 19th century and popular with many 
Impressionists – especially Degas.  The pastel is a soft, dry medium that comes in 
handy cylindrical form and is applied to textured, coloured paper for best effects.  
It is a medium of great immediacy and so is popular with many artists. 

Work on Paper:  Not a medium as such – rather an explanation of any medium 
that is used on paper.  In our Art Show it includes all printing methods such as 
etching, screen and lino prints, as well as mono-prints and mixed media (ie a 
number of different mediums applied to the same piece of paper).  It also 
includes pastel, watercolour and gouache.  Andy Warhol’s Campbell soup cans 
are a famous example of a “work on paper”. 

Printmaking: This includes all printing methods such as etching, screen and lino 
prints, as well as mono-prints, woodcuts, etc.  Rembrandt and Goya were 
exceptional exponents of etching.

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A short explanation of Mediums 
Oil:  Linseed or poppyseed oil based paint usually applied by brush to stretched 
canvas or linen or to wooden board.  A traditional medium used by Da Vinci on 
“Mona Lisa” and Monet’s Waterlillies series.  In use since the 14th century, it 
continues to be favoured by the most respected painters of today. 

Acrylic:  Water based medium developed in the 20th century as a convenient 
alternative to oil.  Usually applied by brush to stretched canvas or linen.  Used by 
many painters since 1980s eg David Hockney. 

Watercolour:  Water based medium applied by soft, absorbent brushes to high 
quality thick cotton paper.  A medium that requires deft and minimal application.  
Used by many English landscape artists such as Constable and Turner. 

Gouache: A medium very similar to watercolour but with a chalky filler added for 
more body and over-painting qualities.  Traditionally used by designers, 
Australian artist Fred Williams applied it with wonderful results in many of his 
distinctive landscapes. 

Pastel:  A medium developed in the 19th century and popular with many 
Impressionists – especially Degas.  The pastel is a soft, dry medium that comes in 
handy cylindrical form and is applied to textured, coloured paper for best effects.  
It is a medium of great immediacy and so is popular with many artists. 

Work on Paper:  Not a medium as such – rather an explanation of any medium 
that is used on paper.  In our Art Show it includes all printing methods such as 
etching, screen and lino prints, as well as mono-prints and mixed media (ie a 
number of different mediums applied to the same piece of paper).  It also 
includes pastel, watercolour and gouache.  Andy Warhol’s Campbell soup cans 
are a famous example of a “work on paper”. 

Printmaking: This includes all printing methods such as etching, screen and lino 
prints, as well as mono-prints, woodcuts, etc.  Rembrandt and Goya were 
exceptional exponents of etching.
